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Dave Pine, Chair of the Governing Board, gave a brief update on climate resilience bond

bills and noted that he assisted the San Francisco Estuary Institute (SFEI) with the public

release of their report outlining a regional sediment strategy, called Sediment for Survival.

A. Sam Schuchat, Executive Officer of the Authority, presented the Quarterly Report on
Expenditures under Delegated Authority.

Mr. Schuchat updated the board on the Coastal Conservancy’s Executive Officer hiring

process. Mr. Schuchat also updated the board on the climate resilience bond bills being

considered by the California legislature and a federal bill sponsored by Congresswoman

Jackie Speier, both of which would provide more funding for San Francisco Bay restoration.

Awareness Project

Linda Tong, Project Manager of the Restoration Authority, presented the Staff

Recommendation.
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Speaking in favor of the Staff Recommendation: Terrie Green and Sandy Wallenstein of
Shore Up Marin City.
Resolution: The San Francisco Bay Restoration Authority hereby authorizes the
disbursement of an amount not to exceed one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) through
the Community Grants Program to the Center for VVolunteer & Nonprofit Leadership, fiscal
sponsor for Shore Up Marin City, to conduct a community visioning and planning process to
restore a degraded stormwater detention basin into wetland and open water habitat in
northern Marin City. Prior to commencement of the project, the grantee shall submit for the
review and written approval of the Executive Officer of the Authority the following:
1. A detailed work program, schedule, and budget.
2. Names and qualifications of any contractors to be employed in carrying out the
project.
3. A plan for acknowledgement of Authority funding.
Findings: Based on the accompanying staff recommendation and attached exhibits, the San
Francisco Bay Restoration Authority hereby finds that:
1. The proposed authorization is consistent with The San Francisco Bay Restoration
Authority Act, Gov. Code Sections 66700-66706.
2. The proposed authorization is consistent with The San Francisco Bay Clean Water,
Pollution Prevention and Habitat Restoration Measure (Measure AA).
