Item 7: Draft Report to Governing Board

Paul Jones reviewed the 2020/2021 draft report. OC members commented on the new
format and recommended changes to the Project Selection and Implementation, and
Project Tracking and Communication sections. The ad hoc subcommittee will work on
incorporating comments to the report for the May meeting.

. Oversight Committee Meeting Schedule and Next Steps

The following meeting will be held May 23" to finalize the report. The ad hoc
subcommittee will work on the report revisions between meetings, and a draft will be
posted approximately one week prior to the May meeting for the rest of the OC to review.
Any subsequent revisions will be made live during the May meeting to finalize the report.
The final report will be presented to the Board on June 24",

OC members did not find it necessary to have a presentation at the May meeting.

Karen McDowell gave an update on the status of remote vs. in-person meetings. She
explained that the May meeting will likely be remote, but that won’t be confirmed until
the Board Meeting on April 22",

Regarding OC member terms, Karen McDowell explained that the West Bay and at-large
seats will be open at the end of this year as both members, Nancy Cave and Paul Jones
will term out at the end of this year. Staff will hold an open call for seats in the late
summer or early fall, with appointments made at the December 16" Governing Board
Meeting. Those from San Francisco City & County and San Mateo County would be
eligible for both seats, and those from Napa, Sonoma, and Solano Counties would be
eligible just for the at-large seat.
